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PREFACE

Thisreport briefly outlines the export activities of U.S. Small and Medium-Sized Enterprises (SMEs). Data presented here are for the year
2001—the latest available—and update 1999 figures previously made available by the International Trade Administration (ITA). All statistics
contained in this report were generated from the Commerce Department’ s Exporter Data Base (EDB), which provides an annual statistical
snapshot of U.S. exporters—their number, characteristics, and geographic distribution. The EDB isajoint ITA-Census Bureau project and isa
cornerstone of ITA’s Trade Data Enhancement Initiative, the goal of which isto develop and disseminate improved statistical information on
U.S. international trade and its rolein the U.S. economy.

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SMALL AND MEDIUM-SIZED ENTERPRISES (SMEs):
A PROFILE OF EXPORTERS

Many SM Es Stand to Profit from Future Global Trade Negotiations

. The Commerce Department’ s Exporter Data Base (EDB) reveals that in 2001 the total number of U.S. firms exporting goods stood at
238,284—up 111 percent (more than double) from the 112,854 firms that exported in 1992. The EDB captures companies exporting
merchandise, but not firms that export only services.

. Small and medium-sized enterprises (companies with fewer than 500 workers) would be among the major beneficiaries of U.S. initiatives
to reduce foreign barriersto U.S. exports. A total of 230,736 SMEs exported from the United States in 2001, accounting for 97 percent
of al U.S. exporters. Thisisup slightly from the 96 percent share registered in 1992.

. Very small companies—i.e., those with fewer than 20 employees—made up 69 percent (more than two-thirds) of al U.S. exporting firms
in 2001. Thisisup significantly from 1992, when 59 percent of all exporters employed fewer than 20 people.

. SMEs accounted for nearly 98 percent of the 1992-2001 growth in the exporter population. The number of SMEs that export
merchandise soared from 108,026 in 1992 to 230,736 in 2001.

. The SME share of U.S. merchandise exports has recently hovered around 30 percent. SMEs were responsible for 29.2 percent of goods
exportsin 2001, up dightly from 28.8 percent in 1999 but down slightly from 29.5 percent in 1992 and 30.8 percent in 1997.

. The known export revenue of SMEs rose from $103 billion in 1992 to $182 billion in 2001. Thiswas an increase of 77 percent, slightly
lower than the 79 percent increase in exports from al companies over the same period.

. Non-manufacturing companies dominate exporting by SMEs. 1n 2001, wholesalers and other non-manufacturing firms made up 67
percent of all SME exporters and generated 60 percent of total SME exports.



SMEs Export aWide Variety of Products

. In al major product categories, SME exporters outnumber large firms. For example, SMEs comprised 94 percent of all exporters of
machinery manufacturesin 2001. Other export sectors dominated by SMEs were computers & electronic products (93 percent of all
exporters were SMES), transportation equipment (92 percent), and miscellaneous manufactures (92 percent).

. SMEs account for a sizable share of exportsin some product sectors. Examples include wood products (66 percent of 2001 exports were
from SMEs), apparel manufactures (56 percent), printing & related products (49 percent), and miscellaneous manufactures (48 percent).

. Small and medium-sized high-tech companies are active exporters. In 2001, 93 percent of all U.S. firms that exported Advanced
Technology Products (ATP) were SMEs. Furthermore, SMEs accounted for 19 percent of high-tech export revenue.

SM Es Have a Global Reach

. Many SMESs could sharply boost exports by entering new markets. 1n 2001, 63 percent of all SME exporters—nearly two-thirds—posted
sales to only one foreign market. On the other hand, more than half—54 percent—of large firms that exported recorded sales to five or
more foreign marketsin 2001.

. All exporters—both large and small companies—benefit from efforts by the U.S. Government to lower foreign barriersto U.S. products.
With the implementation of NAFTA, exports to Canada and Mexico by SMEs and large firms relative to the rest of the world rose
significantly. The share of SME exports going to Canada and Mexico increased from 24 percent in 1992 to 33 percent in 2001.
Similarly, the share of large firms' exports going to those two countries rose from 26 percent in 1992 to 35 percent in 2001.

. Compared with large firms, SMEs are especially dependent on U.S. Government initiatives to open foreign markets. Thisis because,
unlike big companies, most SMEs do not possess offshore business affiliates that can be used to circumvent trade barriers and gain
market access. Nearly 90 percent of all SME exporters do business from asingle U.S. location, and only 17 percent of SME exports go
to affiliates (related parties) abroad. In contrast, 10 percent of large firmsthat export are single-location companies and 40 percent of the
exports from large firms go to foreign affiliates.

. Canadais by far the most popular export destination for SMEs. In 2001, some 95,174 SME exporting companies registered sales to
Canada—an increase of 110 percent over 1992. Mexico ranked second, receiving merchandise exports from 41,678 U.S. SMEs. Other
popular markets for SME exporters were the United Kingdom, Japan, and Germany.



. Together, the NAFTA countries accounted for 33 percent of U.S. merchandise exports from SMEsin 2001. Canada alone purchased $37
billion in merchandise exports from SMEs, followed by Mexico with $23 billion. Other top markets for SMEsin 2001 were Japan ($16
billion), the United Kingdom ($9 billion), South Korea ($7 billion), and Germany ($6 billion).

. Smaller major markets are among the fastest-growing customers for SMEs. From 1992 to 2001, SME exports to Brazil surged by 242
percent, while exports to Switzerland increased 227 percent, salesto Malaysia increased 220 percent, and sales to Chinarose 191 percent.

. In anumber of major markets, SMEs are responsible for a considerable share of U.S. exports. In 2001, 55 percent of known U.S. exports

to Switzerland were attributed to SMEs. SMEs were responsible for 45 percent of merchandise exportsto Israel, 45 percent of exports to
Venezuela, and 40 percent of exports to Hong Kong.

SMEs Export from Every State

. More SMEs exported merchandise from California (55,039 firms) than from any other state in 2001. Other states with large SME
exporter populations are Florida, New Y ork, Texas, and Illinois.

. Cdiforniaaso ranksfirst among the states in terms of the percent of total exportersthat are SMES. Ninety-four percent of the firms that
exported merchandise from Californiain 2001 were SMEs, followed by New Y ork (92 percent), Florida (92 percent), Texas (91 percent),
and New Jersey (90 percent).

. Likewise, Californialeads the nation in the value of exports by SMEs. In 2001, SMEs posted exports from California totaling $36
billion. SMEs also registered large export totals from Texas ($20 billion), New Y ork ($18 billion), Florida ($12 billion), and Illinois ($6
billion).

. Although SMEs are responsible for roughly 30 percent of total U.S. merchandise exports, in many states the SME share of exportsis
much higher. States where SMEs were responsible for more than half of all export value in 2001 included Wyoming, Maine, Alaska, and
New York. SMEs accounted for 40 to 50 percent of total exportsin Florida, Hawaii, Montana, Nebraska, and South Dakota.

All statisticsin thisreport arefrom the Commer ce Department’ sExporter Data Base (EDB), which providesan annual statistical
profile of U.S. exporting companies--including their number, size, industry composition, and geogr aphic distribution. The EDB
isajoint project of the Census Bureau and International Trade Administration (ITA).

L atest available complete data from the EDB are currently for 2001.

The Exporter Data Baseis comprised of all enterprisesthat could beidentified from Shippers Export Declarations (SEDs) that
werefiled, per U.S. regulations, for merchandise exiting the country. To identify exportersfrom SEDs, the Census Bureau used Employer
Identification Numbers (EINS) and other SED information to link these documents to the Bureau's Business Register (which contains
information on company characteristics and locations).

All EDB statistics on exportersrefer to companies, not establishments. Companies are legal entities which consist of one or more
commercial establishments. Establishmentsareindividual businessunits, or locations, where economic activity takesplace. Establishments
include, for example, factories, warehouses, andretailingfacilities. Theterms" company”, "enterprise”, and "firm" are used interchangeably
inthisreport. Also, the EDB includesboth U.S.-domiciled companiesand U.S. affiliates of foreign firmsthat export goodsfrom the United
States.

The linkage process outlined above yielded a 2001 Exporter Data Base consisting of 238,284 exporting firms, accounting for 85
per cent of measurable mer chandise export value. Export documents accounting for 15 percent of export value could not be linked to
the companiesthat filed the forms dueto avariety of factors—e.g., misreporting by firms, errorsin collection and processing, and coverage
problems.

Because of theinability tolink all SEDstothefirmswhich filed thedocuments, the EDB may sightly under statethetotal number
of exporter s—especially asregar dssmall companieswith only afew export transactions. Nevertheless, the EDB likely capturesalmost
all significant exporters. Thisisbecauseonly one valid export declaration is needed to link an exporter to Census data bases. If acompany
submits 1,000 export declarations and all but one are invalid, the company is still captured by the EDB.

Dueto improvementsin methodology and data collection, the 2001 match rate of 85 percent (by value) was 7 per centage points
higher than the 1992 match rate of 78 percent. As aresult, changes in the number of exporters over the 1992-2001 period should be
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interpreted with some caution. Some portion of the increase in the exporter popul ation was undoubtedly the by-product of measurement
enhancements--however, the extent of the effect is unknown. Whatever the impact, overall trends documented by the EDB are fully
corroborated by alarge body of anecdotal evidence reported in the media and by an upsurge in U.S. companies seeking assistance from
government export promotion agencies.

EDB dataon individual firms--including company namesand addr esses--ar enot availabletothepublicduetofederal regulations
which prohibit publicrelease of confidential businessinformation provided tothe U.S. Gover nment. All datain thisreport, aswell
asin EDB statistical tables available from Census, arein anonymousform. All numbers have been aggregated to alevel where individual
firms cannot be identified. For data users who desire exporter names and addresses, a number of commercia data base aternatives are
available.

TheEDB only capturescompaniesthat haveat least oneexport shipment during theyear valued at $2,501 or more. Also, the EDB
tracksonly exportersof merchandise--i.e., goods. Firmsthat export servicesonly areexcluded. However, service companies (wholesalers,
retailers, engineering and architectural firms, etc.) that also export goods are included.

All businessesincluded in the EDB aredirect exporters-—-i.e., entitiesthat ship merchandisefrom their factories(or other facilities
which they own) to aforeign destination. Excluded from the EDB are so-called "indirect” exporters whose export roleislimited to (1)
providing components or other inputs to businesses engaged in export production and marketing, or (2) supplying goods to independent
intermediaries which, in turn, market the products internationally.

Companies in this report are classified according to employment size ranges. There are no universally accepted guidelines for
classifying companies by size. Classification criteriatend to vary with analytical purpose and organizational mission. For the purposes of
this report, small firms are defined as those with fewer than 100 employees (very small firms are those with fewer than 20 employees).
Medium-sized firms employ from 100 to 499 workers. Large firms are those with 500 or more employees.

Companiesin thisreport are divided into three categories--manufacturers, wholesalers, and “ other companies.” Company type
for single-location companiesis based on the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS). Manufacturers are firmsthat fall
into NAICS classifications 31 to 33. Wholesalersfall into classification 42, as do brokers, agents, and similar entitieswhich are primarily
engaged in the distribution of goodsto businesses. Theterm "other companies’ embracesall remaining NAICS categories. Included here
areresource extraction companies, retailers, freight forwarders, engineering firms, and mi scellaneous service compani eswhich often market
goods abroad and act as exporters of record. Firms for which avalid NAICS was not available are labeled “ unclassified companies.”

Export product categoriesreferenced in thisreport are on a NAICS basis. For information on the types of products contained in
individual NAICS categories, consult the Census Bureau' s Internet site at http://www.census.gov/epcd/nai cs/nai cscod.txt.
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Many companies export productsthat fall into morethan one NAICS category. It follows that such companies can be represented
multipletimesin tables and graphsthat profile exporters by type of product exported. This meansthat one cannot simply sum up exporters
in various product categoriesto arrive at totals.

Any EDB dtatisticsin thisreport that profile exporters at the state level were compiled on an Origin of Movement (OM) basis.
Tabulations on an OM basis assign exportersto states based on the transportation origin of the goods as specified on export declarations.
Transportation origin is defined as the state from which the merchandise began its journey to the port (or other point) of exit from the
United States.

TheOrigin of Movement—i.e., the state wherethe export jour ney begins—isnot necessarily thelocation of export production or
sale. Whilethe locations of the export sale, production, and shipment often coincide, they do not always coincide. Thisisespecialy true
for non-manufacturing companies, which wereresponsiblefor 27.3 percent of U.S. goodsexportsin 2001. Small wholesalers, for example,
frequently sell products from one site, but obtain the merchandise from unaffiliated out-of-state manufacturers. Many large multi-unit
companies (manufacturers and non-manufacturers alike) often disperse essential business functions—production, sales, shipment
processing—among several states. This is significant because multi-unit firms, while in the minority among exporters, nevertheless
generate about 79 percent of total U.S. merchandise export value.

Because of the preceding factors, OM-based state trade data should beinterpreted cautiously. Thisisespecialy true with respect
to reported exportsof states bordering Canadaand M exico—two of our largest trade partners. Because of the growing integration of North
Americanindustrial production, asignificant but unguantifiable portion of border-state exportsto Mexico and Canadarepresentswarehouse
and cargo processing activity, not export-oriented manufacturing activity indigenous to the states concerned.

Whilethelimitationsof the OM dataintroduce some uncertainty intointer pretation, these statistics can neverthelessyield useful
insightsintoexport production patter nsif used judiciously and if corrobor ated by other, independent infor mation sour ceson state
exports. This is possible because the vast majority of exporters typically conduct all corporate functions—production, marketing,
shipping—at the samesite. Eighty-seven percent of all 2001 exporters, and 90 percent of small and medium-sized exporters, weresingle-
establishment companies.

Exporter countsshown for statescannot besummed toarriveat national or regional totals. To do so often resultsin double-counting,
because some exporting companies--especially large multi-establishment firms--frequently export from multiple locations.

All statisticsin thisreport regarding the number of employeesin exporting companiesrefer to thetotal number of workers, not
just wor ker swhosejobsar esupported by exports. “ Employment” also refersto part-timeaswell asfull-timeworkerson afirm’ spayroll
during Census Bureau reporting periods.

All export valuedatain thisreport areon an f.a.s(free alongside ship) basisand include both domestic exportsand re-exports of
foreign merchandise.
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Statisticsin graphs and text have been rounded to enhance readability. For this reason, details may sometimes not add exactly to

totals.

Individual countries have been grouped together in thisreport in order to analyze exportsto world regions. Theregions are:

TheAssociation of Southeast Asian Nations(ASEAN) consistsof Brunei, Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar
(Burma), Philippines, Singapore, Thailand, and Vietnam.

The Former Soviet Republics are Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Estonia, Georgia, Kazakstan, Kyrgyzstan, Latvia,
Lithuania, Moldova, Russia, Tgjikistan, Turkmenistan, Ukraine, and Uzbekistan.

Eastern Europe includes Albania, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Bulgaria, Czech Republic, Estonia, Georgia, Hungary,
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Latvia, Lithuania, Moldova, Poland, Romania, Russia, Slovakia, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan,
Ukraine and Uzbekistan.

The European Union consists of Austria, Belgium, Denmark, Federal Republic of Germany, Finland, France, Greece,
Ireland, Italy, Luxembourg, Netherlands, Portugal, Spain, Sweden, and the United Kingdom.

NAFTA isthe North American Free Trade Agreement which consists of Canada and Mexico.

ThePacificRimcountriesare Australia, Brunel, China, Hong Kong, Indonesia, Japan, South Korea, Macao, Malaysia, New
Zealand, Papua New Guinea, the Philippines, Singapore, and Taiwan.

South/Central Americaconsistsof Anguilla, Antigua& Barbuda, Argentina, Aruba, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Bermuda,
Bolivia, Brazil, British Virgin Islands, Cayman Islands, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Cuba, Dominica, Dominican
Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Falkland Islands, Grenada, Guadel oupe, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica,
Martinique, Montserrat, Netherlands Antilles, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, St. Kitts and Nevis, St. Lucia, St.
